Lesson Plan

Title:  BFriends, But Be Aware

Grade 8 Media Literacy, Language

Description:  Students will evaluate their online behaviour and reflect on how their behaviour online can be changed to increase their Internet safety.
Expectations:

· Reflect on and identify their strengths as media interpreters and creators, areas for improvement, and the strategies they found most helpful in understanding and creating media texts. 

Groupings:

· individual investigation

Teaching/Learning Strategies:

· Simulation, guided Exploration
· media analysis, issue-based analysis
Lesson Plan:

Students are asked to reflect upon their online behaviour.  They are asked to create a tally chart for a one week period that they can use to tally what websites they frequent the most. 

They are also asked to list how they access the site (e.g. login or just view) and what they do on the site (communicate with friends, access videos, share photos etc.)

Have them reflect on their Internet safety.  Are they posting too much information?  Are they choosing good passwords? With whom do they share their passwords?

Now have them, individually, use the learning object, “Bfriends, But Be Aware”.

Assessment:

A formative assessment of the student’s understanding of their internet safety is built into the interactive learning object [image: image1.png]
