individual or individuals that is intended to cause (or should be known to cause) fear and distress 
and/or harm to another person’s body, feelings, self-esteem, or reputation. Bullying occurs in a 
context where there is a real or perceived power imbalance. 
 
Harassment – words, conduct or action that is directed at an individual and serves no legitimate 
purpose and which may include remarks, jokes, threats, name-calling, the display of material(s), 
touching or other behaviour that an individual knows, or ought to know insults, intimidates, 
offends, demeans, annoys, alarms or causes that individual emotional distress and may 
constitute discrimination, when related to grounds protected by the Human Rights Code.
