This three-week camp runs the second through fourth week of July each year, from 9:00 a.m. to 

3:00 p.m. daily. The morning is focussed on literacy and numeracy instruction and the afternoon 

is experiential learning connected local community opportunities and partnerships. This year we 

enhanced our programming with a STEAM focus; students had diverse opportunities to explore 

technology and build skills in this area. 
 

Ongoing assessment is used to determine students’ instruction needs and progress. Mathematics 

diagnostics are completed at the beginning and at the end of the camp.  Formative assessment is 

conducted throughout the camp to inform instruction.
